	As Trustees we have kept in mind the guidance issued by the Charity Commission on public benefit.  We have aimed to promote, sustain and increase individual and collective knowledge and understanding of early music.

The focus of our activities remains the organisation of early music workshops catering for a range of interests and abilities.  The workshops are all led by highly-regarded specialist tutors.
We welcome everyone who wishes to come to our workshops.  We are especially keen to attract younger people.  Our fees for workshops and membership are modest, and concessions are available for families and students.

We seek to provide for those who are experienced in singing and playing early music and wish to explore more complex areas, and for those who have little experience but want to know more.
We organise occasional concerts associated with the workshops, so that those who enjoy listening to early music but do not sing or play are also catered for.
We publish an entertaining and informative quarterly newsletter and maintain an attractive and useful website, with links to other organisations, information about workshops and much else of interest to members and the wider public.

	We gave a grant of £150.00 to Early Music in the Marches towards publicity for their weekend of concerts and workshops at Discoed in September 2015.
We gave a grant of £646.00 for the William Felton development project (see Section D below).


	Section D                      Achievements and performance

	

	Summary of the main achievements of the charity during the year 

	We organised five workshops during the year; two for singers, two for singers and instrumentalists, and one for instrumentalists only.  
The subjects of the workshops included works by French Baroque composers, sonatas by Giovanni Gabrieli and a good deal of less well-known music – a Mass by Johann Kaspar Kerll, choruses from unfamiliar operas by Monteverdi, and pieces by the “Capilla Flamenca”, the Flemish Chapel in the Spanish Royal Court.
We also undertook a highly successful development project, providing funding for putting into playing order the scores of six harpsichord concertos by William Felton, 18th century composer and Vicar Choral at Hereford Cathedral.  We organised a playing day where five of the concertos were rehearsed by organists, oboists and string players.  One of the concertos was later performed at a concert in College Hall, Hereford Cathedral, celebrating the 300th anniversary of Felton’s birth.
