‘Corelli for all’: Workshop for Instrumentalists
Tutor: Pam Smith

The works of Arcangelo Corelli (1653-1713) have enjoyed enduring popularity since the 18th Century, and had a significant impact on the development of European classical music. Corelli’s twelve Opus 6 Concerti Grossi are among his best known works, but he never saw them in print as they were published posthumously, although they were written at different times and for different occasions throughout his life and preparations for their publication were quite advanced at the time of his death. They were written for two groups of players – the ‘concertino’ consisted of two violins and a cello, while the ‘ripieno’ was formed from two violins, viola and bass, although these parts could be doubled by other instruments.  In our workshop, we will play Concertos No. 5, 8 and 10, using Pam Smith’s own arrangements for the instruments we have available, including old or modern strings, recorders, flutes, clarinets and bassoons, but no very loud wind instruments please! Please bring a music stand.
Pam Smith is an inspirational teacher whom many of you will already know from previous workshops and recorder festivals. Pam studied piano, viola and clarinet and went on to teach music at secondary level. In 2005 she co-founded the Cheltenham Recorder Festival with Steve Marshall and she tutors on various courses including the new Easter Recorder Course. She is musical director of the Cheltenham and Gloucester branch of the Society of Recorder Players and is on the national SRP list of visiting conductors and also conducts the Phoenix and Exeter recorder orchestras.
Burton Court is a charming historic house just off the A44 between Pembridge and the A4110. It is well signposted from the A44 and from Eardisland. You will be warm and comfortable as we play in the magnificent medieval hall and enjoy our refreshments in the bar/café.
